Student Expectations

Student’s Grade:   
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“Homework” aka “Must-do’s” Policy
Each quarter will be broken up into 2 or 3 testing periods.  “Homework” will be checked everyday.  If a student misses a “homework” assignment he/she will receive a zero for that assignment.
